To use it, in your simulation macro you do not have to set pipe.geo but pipebeamtarget.geo.

Here you are the current state-of-art of our geometry:

As you can see there are several overlaps:

Between beam pipe and target pipe

Between target pipe and EMC/DIRC/MAGNET
Between beampipe and drift chambers
Between beampipe and MVD
