So here we show three Cathode Wire as an
example to show good and bad wires.

TK003: Some grooves are visible and pieces of metal sticking out, which is not nice. However,
some people claim that one could live with a wire like that. The visible marks are probably due
to an overused drawing die. Usually they are visible only on one side of the wire.

TK006: A perfect Cathode wire

TK007: Again some grooves, acceptable.
